5. Lay the first course

Remove the retaining lip on the base of the
unit (this makes levelling the first course much
easier). To remove lip place at an angle on the
ground and strike the lip firmly with a hammer.
Wear eye protection (such as safety goggles)
whilst doing this. Remove the lip on enough im
units to lay the first course only. -
